(a) IN GENERAL.—Any competition for a contract for 7

the provision of launch services for the evolved expendable 8

launch vehicle program shall be open for award to all cer-9

tified providers of evolved expendable launch vehicle-class 10

systems. 11

(b) AWARD OF CONTRACTS.—In awarding a contract 12

under subsection (a), the Secretary of Defense— 13

(1) subject to paragraph (2), shall award the 14

contract to the provider of launch services that of-15

fers the best value to the Federal Government; and 16

(2) notwithstanding any other provision of law, 17

may, during the period beginning on the date of the 18

enactment of this Act and ending on December 31, 19

2022, award the contract to a provider of launch 20

services that intends to use any certified launch ve-21

hicle in its inventory without regard to the country 22

of origin of the rocket engine that will be used on 23

that launch vehicle, in order to ensure robust com-24

petition and continued assured access to space. 25
